Coming into school

During the first few days of school we invite you in to help your child find their coat peg, put their
bag away and settle them into an activity. As soon as they are confident with the morning routine,
our staff will be there to encourage and support them as they become more independent. Usually
once children are confident with coming into school, parents and carers drop them off at the gate
into the playground. At the end of the day the children are collected from the playground.

Lunchtime

In EYFS, Year 1 and Year 2, your child's hot lunch is funded as part of the Universal Infant Free
School Meal Scheme. School lunches are cooked at another local school and are delivered each day.
You will have to preorder your child’s school lunch in advance via the Kanpla App (details will be
sent separately) You will be able to choose between a main option, vegetarian option or jacket
potato, or alternatively you can send a packed lunch if preferred.

Snacks and drinks

The children will be given a piece of fruit or vegetable at morning break if they would like one. Milk
is available for free for all children under the age of 5 and must be ordered online through the ‘Cool
Milk’ scheme. Details of how to set this up are within this pack. Once your child turns 5, you may
order and pay for their milk through the same system.

We also ask that parents provide a named water bottle for school which stays in the classroom and
goes home at the end of the day. Please make sure that only water is in the bottle.

At the end of
3:00pm School day ends the day staff ensure they can see each child’s parent/
carer before releasing them. As an extra safeguarding
measure, if someone else is to collect your child from
school, please tell us in advance, giving us a password
that is also known by the person collecting your child.

Absence

If and when your child becomes ill, please let the school office know by calling the school phone
(01664 504888) or emailing the office by 9am. Please leave a message if it is not answered. If they are
sick or have diarrhoea, they will need to be off school for 48 hours from the last bout of illness. If your
child becomes unwell when they are in school, we will call you for them to be collected.

Unauthorised Absence

The law states parents do not have the automatic right to take their child out of school for holidays
during term time. All schools have received clarification from the Department of Education about
children taking holidays during term time. As of September 2013, Headteachers are not able to
authorise any holiday requests during school time.

If for any reason you need to take your child out of school during term time then you will need to
collect a leave of absence form, (at least 2 weeks prior to the date), from the office and return it
completed. The Headteacher will then respond to you in writing about your request.

Medicines

We can only give medicines if they are prescribed by a doctor — and we will need written permission
to give them. A ‘Medicine Request’ form must be filled in, which are available from the office.
Antibiotics can only be administered in school if they are required to be taken 4 times per day.

If your child is asthmatic or carries and EpiPen, they will need an inhaler/EpiPen in school at all times,
so please talk to your doctor about this.

Please note that it is parents and carers’ responsibility to ensure that all prescribed medicines,
including inhalers and EpiPens are in date and replaced as necessary.

Accidents
If your child has an accident in school they may receive basic first aid. Parents and carers will always
receive a phone call about head injuries and an email about other injuries.




More Information

Free School Meals (FSM)

Your child may be entitled to Free School Meals (FSM) if you receive
certain benefits.

FSM is different to the Universal free school meals that all children in
EYFS, Year 1 and Year 2 are entitled to.

online. We are more than happy to help you with this.
If you are successful in applying for Free School Meals, your child may

then become eligible for the Pupil Premium funding (see below). The
Pupil Premium money is great for your child and can support with
contributions towards school trips, after school clubs etc. so please apply
for FSM if you are eligible, as this is the first step.

Pupil Premium
The Pupil Premium is extra money which is paid to schools from the
government to support children’s learning and development. The money

could pay for support like small group work to boost progress and m
subsidising the cost of school trips. Children from EYFS to Year 11 (in

secondary school) may be eligible if they are any of the below:

. are or have been in care

. have parents in the armed forces @

. are registered for Free School Meals (FSM)

. have been registered for FSM at any point in the last six years

If your child is in one of the categories above, please let us know. Please
see the ‘Don’t let your child miss out!’ leaflet from Leicestershire County
Council about Pupil Premium too.
