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In our DT lessons we made worry 

dolls. Then, we learnt how to sew. 

We practised different stiches e.g. 

running stitch and back stitch. Then, 

we used everything we had learnt to 

create our own bags for our worry 

dolls. 

We have also learnt the importance 

of looking after our environment and 

why we should not litter. We went 

litter picking in a local field. 

In our PE lessons, Kat has been 

helping us learn football skills. We 

have learned how to dribble and 

control the ball. We can confidently 

stop the ball with our feet and bodies 

too. Teamwork skills have played a 

main part in our lessons. 

In Maths we have been practising our 

place value knowledge. We have been 

learning what each digit is worth and 

using this knowledge to order and 

compare numbers. We have also started 

to use our place value knowledge to 

add and subtract numbers. 

This term we have enjoyed writing for 

many purposes. We have written 

descriptions of ourselves and characters 

in our stories and settings. Everyone’s 

favourite topic was instructions because 

we got to decorate delicious monster 

biscuits! We have also had a go at 

writing diaries, letters and even a poem 

that we read out at our harvest festival.
