I'd like to ask that the forum to consider whether parents 
should be informed when there are confirmed cases of covid in 
the school. I was surprised that this information was not 
shared with the parents of my own children's class mates when 
they were confirmed as infected given that they are in such 
close contact. This information would enable parents to be 
extra vigilant monitoring children for symptoms and, of equal if 
not greater importance,  make an informed decision around 
contact with family members who are immunosuppressed 
when cases are actively circulating. I have received numerous 
notification of head lice cases and personally feel that a similar 
approach to covid cases would be beneficial. Many thanks

Before and after school care for working parents. 

How vulnerable the school is to outside influence, with the 
situation with Rosie, lots of children are willing to travel to 
the school to access the wonderful setting, and I wonder if we 
are losing out on new applicants/leaving ourselves vulnerable 
to losing current students, by not offering consistent before 
/after school additional care.
Is there scope to discuss “employing” Rosie before and after 

school? Possibly at village hall if not on school premises?  It 
could be a factor in less children applying to the school. With 
the planned expansion of the village, we should be attracting 
lots of new families - it could even be a revenue stream for 
the school?
